Testing within the Kentucky Accredited
Certification Program

All Kentucky firefighter certifications that carry
IFSAC accredited credentials, require the candi-
date to complete both a written examination and
a skill competency evaluation. The written por-
tion of the process is usually arranged by the
lead instructor of class-based certification, such
as Level 1 Fire Instructor. Written exams are al-
so available through the offices of State Fire
Rescue Training, by contacting the Area Coordi-
nator of the office nearest you. You can locate
that information on our website www.kyfa.org

Additionally, for your convenience the
Kentucky Fire Commission offers all written ex-
ams at its Headquarters once per month, 71718
James Court, Lexington, KY. Typically, it is the
third Monday of each month, adjusted for holi-
days. Written exams require 70% to achieve a
passing grade. Exams are mostly multiple choice
questions, with a few True/False and Matching
questions. Exams carry a completion time limit.

Skills testing for FF 1 and 2 is a random
sampling of all possible skills in each certification
level. There are multiple skill possibilities at each
station, however the candidate will only be re-
quired to perform 1 skill at each station. 2015
policy changes in the Kentucky process require
ten (10) skill stations to be completed by the
candidate for FF1 with 100% competency. FF2
testing will consist of six (6) skill stations with a
required 100% competency. Hazardous Materi-
als Operations PPE and Product Control (NFPA
472:2013 Chapters 5, 6.2 and 6.6) are required
pre-requisites for firefighter certification. Four (4)
Haz Mat skill stations will be offered on the
same test day as FF2 for the benefit of those
needing the required certification.

Candidates are now required to test FF2
skills with Haz Mat. Candidates needing ONLY
Haz Mat Operations must test following an orga-
nized course of the subject matter OR a sched-
uled skills test session that consists of ALL Haz
Mat Operations (NFPA 472:2013 Chap 5) Ops
Product Control (NFPA 472:2013 Chap 6.6)and
Haz Mat PPE (NFPA 472:2013 Chap 6.2)

Testing requires the use of PPE, therefore
candidates for testing are required to bring full
PPE and SCBA. Each test day will expose the
candidate to potential IDLH atmospheres with
live-fire scenarios, therefore all candidates
MUST be clean shaven to the point that facial
hair does NOT come between the face piece
seal and the face.

Candidates may bring their own copy of
all Kentucky FF1, FF2 and Haz Mat Operations
skill sheets and/or a copy of the IFSTA Essen-
tials of Firefighting to the testing site to use as
reference material. Testing DOES NOT break for
lunch, light snacks will be made available.

Due to current NFPA requirements for
certification, candidates shall show competency
in medical training. Candidates shall bring a
copy of a current CPR-Pro card and current first
aid, first responder, EMT or Paramedic certifica-
tion. Failure to show proof of medical training
does not prohibit the candidate from testing, just
certifying.

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FIRE PREVENTION WEEK
Do you know the history??

Fire Prevention Week was established to
commemorate the Great Chicago Fire, the trag-
ic 1871 conflagration that killed more than 250
people, left 100,000 homeless, destroyed more
than 17,400 structures and burned more than
2,000 acres. The fire began on October 8, but
continued into and did most of its damage on
October 9, 1871.

According to popular legend, the fire
broke out after a cow - belonging to Mrs. Cath-
erine O'Leary - kicked over a lamp, setting first
the barn, then the whole city on fire. Chances
are you've heard some version of this story
yourself; people have been blaming the Great
Chicago Fire on the cow and Mrs. O'Leary, for
more than 130 years. But recent research by
Chicago historian Robert Cromie has helped to
debunk this version of events.

While the Great Chicago Fire was the
best-known blaze to start during this fiery two-
day stretch, it wasn't the biggest. That distinc-
tion goes to the Peshtigo Fire, the most devas-
tating forest fire in American history. The fire,
which also occurred on October 8th, 1871, and
roared through Northeast Wisconsin, burning
down 16 towns, killing 1,152 people, and
scorching 1.2 million acres before it ended.

Historical accounts of the fire say that
the blaze began when several railroad workers
clearing land for tracks unintentionally started
a brush fire. Before long, the fast-moving
flames were whipping through the area 'like a
tornado,' some survivors said. It was the small
town of Peshtigo, Wisconsin that suffered the
worst damage. Within an hour, the entire town
had been destroyed.

The key message of this
year's Fire Prevention
Week campaign, October
4-10, is to install smoke
alarms in every bedroom,
outside each separate
sleeping area, and on eve-
ry level of your home,
including the basement. Larger homes may
need more alarms.

Did you know that roughly half of home
fire deaths result from fires reported between 11
p.m. and 7 a.m., when most people are asleep?
Fire departments need to educate their commu-
nity on how important it is to have operating
smoke alarms throughout the house.

What can you do this week??.

1. Have an open house! Show off your station
while educating the public about smoke
detectors and other fire dangers.

2. Have a fire prevention parade.

3. Stop by schools and don’t forget your high
schools, you are never to old to learn about fire
prevention. Also many people forget their day-
cares, stop by those as well.

4. Educate, educate, educate. It’s the only way!!
